Summer Classes for Students 

Christian Ethics ï Course for High School Students  ( 

This course can be taken for credit over a 5 week period, or as a series of 

individual components not for credit.  The course for credit involves 

reading four works of literature that give good examples of virtue. The 

course also uses Mere Christianity by C.S. Lewis as well as additional 

handouts. Students doing the course for credit will be required to write one 

paper. Students can take the course not for credit as well (no paper) and 

students can take the individual components of the course.  The 

discussions will be lead by James Berquist with assistance from Steven 

Hayden. The course is available for students in Grades 10-12 only. 

Materials, with exception of texts, will be sent to students. Student will 

need to purchase texts; editions will be recommended after enrollment. 

Cost of the entire course is $200 for credit/$150 if taken not for credit. The 

classes based upon Lewis and Aristotle will be available separately from the literature for $100. The classes 

based upon the works of literature will be available separately from the rest of the course, at a cost of $100. 

Students may also sign up for individual literature classes for $30 per class
